Learning objectives and professional opportunities

The 2%level university master's degree “Master IDEA inhibition Design_Exhibit Architectur& aims at training
highly qualified professional figures in the fiedfithe exhibition design.

The Exhibition design is a domain of design whosartaries cannot be defined in a net manner; ilsaitaelf of

multiple languages and tools referring to intedesign, details of construction and of matter, nedbgies, graphics
and use of multimedia; it is a many-sided disciplimith various applications, which is being givemiacreasingly
fundamental role by economic and cultural instiing.

In short, exhibition design is a project that age® conceptual and physical systems (exhibitiongdesand

installations), thus involving places, spaces awtigectures, aiming at communication set in a devaontext.

In these days marked by information redundancy giotal and undifferentiated virtuality, the phydi@spect of
exhibition communication (a complex and structutea conceived to transmit all kind of contentsjpixjuiring more
and more importance, exploiting the art of exhibitdesign to show itself concretely.

Shows, stands, retail outlets, trade fairs, museuyntages appointed to trade, exchange and megqiwigts of sale,
venues devoted to performance arts, urban streetssquares rely on an exhibition design project isignificant




crescendo of experiences and with a constant ngfiof expertises gravitating around the specifiatien between
architecture as “inner dimension” and “Exhibit Aitelcture” as the sum of devices of exhibition desigvhich take
place and operate within these spaces.

The Master’'s Degree aims at training new designégts special skills in the different sectors of &pation of
exhibition design (shows, trade fairs, museumsntgoof sale, events and internships designs), ctaised by a
skilled, dynamic professionalism, able of providaxpert's answers to the quality of the exhibitproject according to
the different design scales and to meet the cBemtiltiple demands, highly aware of their identityd expertise. The
Professional opportunities offered by the courgeaarfollows:

- Highly skilled/qualified free-lance professionals

- Public administration (culture and museums)

- Department heads of public or private bodiesnéations and associations

- Executives, designers and creative professiomatking in companies which operate in the fielceghibition design

- Technical figures and experts to the developraedtrealisation of exhibit facilities.

Duration

The Master Course lasts one year.

The courses are scheduled to start on November 2008vill last for 12 months for a total of 1500ul® of lectures,
project workshops, internships at institutions @oedhpanies and individual study for a total of 6Qrédits” (Italian
University student evaluation system, hereinaiéemred to as CFU).

Master Course Structure
The Master Course is divided in three units:
Firs unit November 2008/March 2009 - 625 hours (25 CFU)

Second UnitApril/June 2009 - 525 hours (21 CFU)
Third Unit July/November 2009 - 350 hours (14 CFU)
For a total of 1.500 hours (60 CFU)

Half the hours are dedicated to teaching activities other half is devoted to individual study.

The Firs unit (November 2008/March 2009) is structured on 12ksemnd it will adopt a theoretical-exploratory and
design approach, to provide students with in-dépthwledge of five domains of exhibition design:

-Exhibition Design of trade fairs (course with design workshop of 75 hours, 20 ofclthépent on classes, 20 on
practical lessons, 35 on individual study)

-Exhibition Design of shows and temporary eventécourse with design workshop of 75 hours, 20 ofchtgpent on
classes, 20 on practical lessons, 35 on individwaly)

-Exhibition Design of trade and retail course with design workshop of 75 hours, 20 of Whipent on classes, 20 on
practical lessons, 35 on individual study)

-Exhibition Design of museums(course with design workshop of 75 hours, 20 ofclhépent on classes, 20 on
practical lessons, 35 on individual study)

-Exhibition Design of events(course with design workshop of 75 hours, 20 ofalitépent on classes, 20 on practical
lessons, 35 on individual study)

Each domain will be associated to a teacher orteaehing staff, responsible of drawing the proguadrtheir courses
(classes and design workshops).

The elementary courses are introduced by six pieding courses:

-Theory and history of exhibition design

-Theory and history of museography

-Typology of trade fairs and exhibitions

-Typology of sales areas

- Languages of contemporary art

-Theory of communication

(For a total of 125 hours, 60 hours spent on clage hours on individual study — 5 CFU)

The elementary courses integrated by six "trangllecsurses:

-Materials and plant engineering

-Lighting technology

-Safety and regulations

-Organisation, management and marketing of museuntexhibitions

-Organisation, management and trade fair marketing

-Graphics and multimedia

For a total of 125 hours: 60 hours spent on ctaasd 65 hours on individual study — 5 CFU)

Total first unit 625 hours (320 hours/classes + 30%ours/individual study), amounting to 25 CFU.



The Second Unit(April/June 2009) is structured on 12 weeks. Thi& aims at experiencing specific planning quaditie
of the exhibition design project through first-raterkshop. Actually, 3 workshops are scheduled:

o Workshop of exhibition design of shows — 175 hours
o Workshop of exhibition design of trade fairs — Tturs
o Workshop of exhibition design of trading areasaitetnd events — 175 hours

Besides the works done during the workshop, théltebes external contributions (visiting professoes)d guided tours
to exhibitions, shows, trade fairs, etc. Studetitnding the Master Course must attend the thre&skops.

Total Second Unit 525 hours (270 hours/classes +32Bours/individual study), amounting to 21 CFU.

The Third Unit (July/November 2009) has been conceived as thé dpecialisation moment to be concluded with a
final dissertation dealing with one of the threecnsaareas (trade fair, exhibition, retail) and shabko include
internships at Institutions or Companies. Meetiwigh teachers will be aiming at monitoring the pregs of the thesis.
The unit provides for a training of 225 hours (9UWJFand a final dissertation amounting to 125 haefréndividual
work (5 CFU).

Total Third Unit 350 hours, amounting to 14 CFU.

Admission requirements

The 2 level university master's degree “Master IDEA ixhibition Design_Exhibit Architecturg is targeted to
applicants with four-five years University Degrgeagt Italian University system) or a Specialisatidegree (new
Italian University system) in Architecture, InduatrDesign or Engineering, Cultural Heritage anchdemies of Fine
Arts studies. Applicants without the required dgfieditions shall anyway apply and eventually be dthdias auditors
to the Master’s activities by a special commission.

As for foreign applicants, the corresponding qiediions in their countries will be considered.

Maximum number of students admitted

required to start the course).
